Treasurer’s report

Terry gave out copies of this years accounts up to 31/10/09. This year’s biggest expenditure was the new club vests but £500 from the Round the Lakes committee helped subsidise the costs to our members. The EV10 in 2008 made a profit of £635 and the 5K series in 2009 made £217. The business account has now been merged into the community account as the interest payable has become negligible. At 31/10/2009 we had £1,689 in the bank although this had increased to £2,656 as at 03/12/2009. The club has again donated £150 to Water Aid.
